The front page contains an amount of questionssaantons but the teacher can easily change
some sections or add specific questions, depertdengpecific needs or wishes of the group.

Make copies of the front-page and enlarge to Agh&irfor each pupil. Explain the pupils the
evaluation mission. The pupils have to make aditlthe newspaper first, for example: ‘Karim’s
Daily Post’, ‘Danny’s Telegraph’, ‘Rula’s Time NeWs ‘Fridberg Express’.

Take care of all kind of drawing materials. Supplso a number of magazine pictures of
magazines. Pupils can also use their own photeatah if they have one. Ask the pupils to
choose a photo that represents a part their expesdn the exhibition. In other words, a picture
that symbolises their views and experiences ofisieto the exhibition. Ask them to make their
own title and/or subscription by the picture.

Processing the mission in the group

When the front-pages are finished, they are distlBsst in pairs. The pupils can ask questions
and clarifications to each other. Some pupils arergthe opportunity to present the front-page
in front of the group. Give space for discussiosk Ahe pupils to raise primarily questions for
clarification and try to avoid judgements to opimscof others.

If there is space and opportunity, make a frontepaxhibition in school or community centre.
Invite the local press and try to explore waystfoim other pupils in the school and the parents
or other people that live in the neighbourhood.

Note for the teachers:

Implement as a teacher the LSC method: Listening, Summarizing and Clarifying. Remember
that value-clarification and value-communication is an important objective of the exhibition and
the follow up. This does not mean that we work value free. On the contrary, values are based on
knowledge, skills and attitudes and with help of the front-page mission the pupils can evaluate
and exchange their experiences in the exhibition.

Give a small group of pupils the mission to make some particular copies or make a summary of
the pupils’ contributions, and send them to the educational department of the Science Museum.
They'll be very grateful to learn from pupils’ feedback.
